Basic Role Purpose 

The Leader of Learning - Religious Education is responsible for the administration and implementation 
of the Religious Education Curriculum of the College, including priorities of Edmund Rice Education 
Australia and in conformity with the Studies of Religion Syllabus. The Leader of Learning reports to the 
Assistant Principal – Teaching and Learning and works collaboratively as a member of the Mission & 
Identity Team within the College. The Assistant Principal - Mission & Identity leads the Team and is 
responsible for liturgy and formation.  Other members of the Team include the Social Justice 
Coordinator and the Youth Minister.   

 

Conditions of Employment 

�x Responsibility for teaching programs, assessment, reporting and resources in Years 5 – 12; 

�x Approximately 0.7 teaching/0.3 release time; 

�x Coordinator 3 allowance  

�x An initial two-year appointment to the promotions position, and, following satisfactory appraisal 
then further three-year appointments to the promotions position.
